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        (*4) So few persons realize that many of the films they see at the neighborhood theatre or home theatre screen are based on well- known American novels, short stories and poems. Some have been updated to sustain interest, but some are almost word-for-word adaptations written for the screen. Sadly, many of the adaptations of well-known American literature are spoiled when well-written words are poorly presented in a visual sense. This is clearly the result of choices that directors make when bringing even a quality script to the screen.
