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Mexican Food: so much to love


The most common Mexican dishes are from three categories. The first

 category is tacos. Tacos are made with a soft or fried tortilla that is folded or

 shaped to hold fillings. Common taco fillings are cheese, meat, lettuce or salsa.

 A kind of taco made from a flat or dish-shaped fried tortilla is called a tostada. 

Another category of common Mexican food is burritos. Burritos are made from

soft flour tortillas. A burrito can be filled with meat, cheese, salsa or mole. A 

burrito is rolled up so it can be eaten with hands, like a sandwich. A third 

common category of Mexican dishes is enchiladas. Enchiladas, like burritos, are 

made from tortillas, but usually from corn tortillas. Enchiladas can be filled with

 meat, cheese or sauce. Enchiladas are always served hot and often covered 

with sauce, to be eaten with a fork. It is easy to see why tacos, burritos and 

enchiladas are three common categories of Mexican food.
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
