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Preparing a PARENTHETICAL CITATION: 
a review
PARENTHETICAL CITATIONS, sometimes referred to as in-text notations or parenthetical references, appear in parentheses in the body a paper and give information about the books or other sources used in the preparation of the paper. 

The parenthetical reference tells the reader as he is reading about the information used in preparing the paper. Each notation refers the reader to an entry on the works cited page. Each entry is simply a locating word (usually the author’s name and always the first major word of the works cited entry) and a page number or other specific locating mark. 

For example, the parenthetical reference (Burger  102) indicates that the fact presented came from the source by Burger on the works cited page and from page 102. Note that the works cited entry does not include the page numbers used if the entire book is cited. 

Read the paragraph below to see how it works: 

       Burgers are a big business in America today. Each year, more than 100,000 burgers are consumed each day in California alone (Burger 102). In Nevada, where Las Vegas’ demands for burgers reaches 100 for each and every minute of the day (Warner 14), burgers must be trucked in from special plants located in the desert. 

  Recall that when citing a web page titled "Kansas Nightlife" the parenthetical reference does not contain the quote marks and would appear like this: (Kansas) Recall, too, that if two entries have the exact same first word, additional words may need needed in the parenthetical reference to distinguish them.
More complicated notations and formats are necessary for books by more than one author or books that are volumes of a set or series. Specific forms for such notations can be obtained by consulting your instructor or checking out publications of the Modern Language Association (MLA), specifically the MLA Handbook for Writers of Research Papers
